n paper at least, Mountain View
Osculptor, designer and painter Jim

Olson might seem to have enough
creative outlets. But that doesn’t stop him
from pouring his heart into his garden.

Olson, who has lived and worked in
Mountain View for decades, owns a
seven-unit building near Miramonte
Avenue, close to the Los Altos border.

In fact, Olson
says, passersby are sometimes a bit too
quick to make themselves at home.

“People are curious,” he said, explain-
ing why he’d rather not publish the
address. “It’s not that ’'m trying to be
reclusive or anything.”

Once, Olson said, he entered the gar-
den to find a woman he didn’t know
sitting there.

“I said, ‘Can I help you? Are you looking
for somebody that lives here?” She said,
‘Oh no, I just come here all the time.”

Olson also referred to his outdoor get-
away as a “sculpture garden.”

“The metal sculpture,” he said, “was

done by Victor Arbogast, who lived in
Mountain View for a long time. When he
moved to Arizona I bought his collection.

“The terra cotta pieces,” he added,
“were done by me.”

It’s love, not money, that makes a gar-
den great, Olson said.

“This isn’t something that costs a for-
tune. It’s something that anybody can
do with enough time and effort — and
really enjoy it.” @

reduce as years pass. Clearly you will get a
disproportionate benefit in the indoor air
quality of your home by going green on your
addition, since this will probably otherwise
be the largest source of VOCs in you remod-
eled home.

Your green addition will also be more
comfortable than other areas of the house
because green construction focuses on using
energy-efficient elements. When the rest of
the house gets too hot or too cold, you may
find refuge in your green addition.

You should also expect monthly costs
savings on your PG&E bill. This monthly
reward will be a constant reminder that
you made the right choice.

s My house gets so warm in the
s summer, is there anything I can do
t

o keep it cool besides adding an energy-
hogging air conditioner?
» There are a host of things that can
» increase the comfort of your home
during the heat of summer; let me cover a
few of the most important.

Check the insulation in your ceiling. You
can do this by opening the attic access and
looking into your attic with a flashlight
and a tape measure. You should have nine
or more inches of insulation. If there is less,
consider having insulation installed.

Insulation is inexpensive and extremely
important. Bonus points for utilizing
insulation with a high recycled content.

You may also want to check to see if your
windows and glass doors are single pane.
A simple test for this is to put a finger on
each side of the glass and see how far apart
your fingers are. If your fingers are about
an eighth of an inch or so apart, you have
single-pane glass. If your fingers are about
three quarters of an inch apart, you have
double-pane glass.

Heat transfers very quickly through
single-pane glass, and a house with single-
pane windows will heat up much more
quickly during the summer.

Both insulation and high quality windows
will not only make your home cooler in the
summer, they will make your home warmer
in the winter and reduce energy costs.

Another nice option is to install a whole-
house fan. A whole-house fan changes the
airin the house very quickly. If you are find-
ing your house stays warm after the outside
air begins to cool down, this might be a good
choice. Whole-house fans are very helpful in
Mediterranean climates such as the Bay
Area, as they will rapidly bring the tempera-
ture in the house down in the late afternoon,
bringing cool relief. @
