
INTERNET GIANT 
DOUBLING LOCAL 

OFFICE SPACE IN $319 
MILLION PURCHASE

As Google continues its fast 
growth, hiring as many 
as 12 people a day, the 

company has announced plans 
to double its current office space 
in Mountain View.
 In the process, the Internet 
search giant plans to buy its 
headquarters — the so-called 
Googleplex on Shoreline Boule-
vard, which it had been renting 
— while purchasing the equally 
enormous Legacy Shoreline Cen-
ter only a mile away. 
 All for a grand total of $319 
million. 

 The properties contain about a 
half-million square feet of office 
space each, and both sit on land 
owned by the city of Mountain 
View. 
 The four-story Legacy Shore-
line Center, located between 
1200 and 1500 Crittenden Lane, 
was occupied by Silicon Graph-
ics before that company declared 
bankruptcy. The building is 
now owned by a partnership of 
Legacy Partners and Goldman 
Sachs, which bought it and the 
Google headquarters for $278 
million in 2001. 
 Real estate brokers have called 
$319 million a good price for the 
two buildings with no land. The 
deal is subject to approval by the 
bankruptcy court involved in the 
SGI case and written approval 
from the city of Mountain View, 
which holds the lease on the land 

under both buildings. Google 
planned to have closed escrow by 
the end of June.
 City officials say big deals like 
this one have caused a mini-
boom in Mountain View’s com-

mercial real estate market. The 
city will likely raise the rent on 
the land by the end of the year, 
said Dennis Drennan, the city’s 
real property administrator. 
 Drennan said land rent at the 

Legacy Shoreline Center was 
originally negotiated 10 years ago 
during better economic times, 
and has since risen by 4 percent

phone abroad. If your phone is a tri-band

need to request that your car-
rier turn it on for your phone. In 
most cases, setting up interna-
tional roaming will cost nothing 
— but per-minute charges can 
be steep. So you may wish to pay 
a monthly charge for reduced 
rates. 
 Cingular’s world traveler 
plan, for example, costs $5.99 
a month. You won’t get a dis-
count on the $3.99 a minute 
rate if you call from Afghani-
stan, but you could save 30 
cents on the U.K. roaming rate 
of $1.29 a minute. Interna-
tional roaming is really only 
useful if most of your calls will 
be back home and you expect 
to receive calls from the U.S.
 Most phones are purchased 
on a contract and will only 
work with your U.S. service 
provider and its international 
partners. So before you go, 
ask your service provider for a 
code to unlock your phone so 
it can run on any compatible 
network.
 If you don’t want to unlock 
your phone yourself and want 
to check out the technical fea-
tures of your phone, Mobile 
Kangaroo (www.mobilekanga-
roo.com), hidden in the corner 
of a small strip mall in Moun-
tain View, can help you. Mobile 
Kangaroo also has a variety of 
chargers, spare batteries and 
international plug converters 
that you may need. 
 They also may give you credit 
for an old phone, so you can 
trade up to the latest model. 

Look for them at 80 W. El Cami-
no Real, or call (650) 965-4252.
 If you want to make local calls 
when you are overseas, then 
using a local phone service will 
usually save you money. You 
can do this by swapping out the 
SIM card inside your phone for 
a local prepaid card. Prepaid 
services are much more com-
mon overseas than in the U.S., 
where vendors prefer you to 
have a contract. I recently pur-
chased a SIM card in the U.K. 
for about $5 at a gas station, 
giving me a local phone num-
ber and calls within the U.K. 

for just over 20 cents a minute. 
Mobile Kangaroo can also set 
you up with prepaid services for 
Europe and Asia.
 A U.K. doctor friend recent-
ly had her SIM card stolen at 
work — not her cell phone, 
just the SIM card inside it, 
which contained her mobile 
phone directory. She could 
have used Mobile Kangaroo’s 
cell phone back-up service 
to copy her directory to CD, 
f loppy disk, paper or Excel 
spreadsheet.
 If you want more informa-
tion on traveling abroad with 
your phone, The Travel Insider 
(www.thetravelinsider.info) 
and Telestial (www.telestial.
com) Web sites also have useful 
travel tips.
 Here’s another tip: In many 
countries, text messaging is 
more prevalent than here. Learn 
to text before you go, so you can 
receive information as you trav-
el around and send messages to 
people you visit. 
 The latest phones are more 
powerful than early PCs, even 
though they only have small 
screens. If you have a Web ser-
vice on your mobile phone, you 
may want to use it to read your 
e-mail. Some vendors like AOL 
and Yahoo! have customized 
their e-mail systems to work 
with mobile phones. If you 
have a standard e-mail server 
(POP or IMAP), then mail2web 
(www.mail2web.com) provides 
useful access to e-mail. You can 
also use it from a computer or 
PDA Web browser.

Despite the fact that the 
very future of e-com-
merce could hinge on 

Internet privacy, a mish-mash 
of state and federal laws and 
jurisdictions have frustrated 
those users who are trying to 
sort out the best ways to secure 
privacy — and the companies 
trying to provide the best ser-
vices.
 So said some of the biggest 
players in online security and 
privacy at a forum held by the 
Commonwealth Club at the 
Computer History Museum last 
week. Google and Microsoft, 
Mountain View’s two biggest 
tech companies, were represent-
ed, as was one of the world’s big-
gest credit issuers and the state’s 
consumer protection depart-
ment.
 The panelists agreed that pri-
vacy and security are on the 
mind of just about every Internet 
user these days, and they’re pri-
ority number one of nearly every 
business that sells something or 
provides information online.
 Despite that, they said, laws 
haven’t kept up with the tech-
nology. Documents printed on 
paper, for instance, sometimes 
have stronger protections than 
those on an Internet server. 
 Fortunately for Silicon Valley 
residents, California is a leader 
in laws protecting consumer 
rights, said Joanne McNabb, 
chief privacy officer at the Office 
of Privacy Project for the Dept. 
of Consumer Affairs. The state 
has passed 75 privacy laws since 
1998, she said.
 People are obviously concerned 
about the issue, since more than 
half of the questions the depart-
ment gets are about identity 
theft, she added.
 It’s a valid concern. Each 
hour identity thieves launch 
thousands of attacks on Visa’s 
computer networks, said Lewis 
Segall, vice president and coun-
sel for Visa International. These 
aren’t kids in their bedroom or 
geeks in their basement, either; 
organized crime has entered the 
information age, he said.
 And while consumers are jus-
tifiably concerned about security 
from identity thieves, they also 
want privacy from prying eyes, 
especially governmental ones, 
said Nicole Wong, associate gen-
eral counsel at Google.
 On the security front, one of 
the most important consumer 
protections to be passed by Cali-
fornia in the last decade limits 
the availability of Social Security 

numbers, a key access point for 
identity thieves. 
 “It’s on too many lists and data-
bases,” McNabb said. Thanks to 
the California law passed in 
2002, no longer are Social Secu-
rity numbers used for student 

identification at colleges or for 
ID numbers on health insurance 
cards. 
 The second crucial legislation 
that McNabb mentioned was the 
so-called “breach law,” which 
requires that companies send 
notices to people when sensitive 
information about them may 
have been compromised.

 But with this, too, must come 
balance, said Visa’s Segall. Dif-
ferent jurisdictions have differ-
ent laws about what constitutes 
a “breach” that must trigger a 
notification. Law enforcement 
officials and companies must be 
cautious about telling consumers 
enough to protect themselves, 
but not sending out so many 
breach notices that people get 
desensitized and ignore them, he 
said.
 California law says that a 
notice must be sent if sensi-
tive information is “reasonably 
believed to have been acquired 
by an unauthorized person,” 
McNabb said.
 If consumers do get a notice, 
they can have the state Depart-
ment of Consumer Affairs put a 
fraud alert on their credit report, 
McNabb said.
 “These laws have served as 
models for other states,” she 
said.
 For Californians, that’s good 
news, the panelists agreed, but 
more still needs to be done. V

Editor’s Note: Leadership Mountain View 
(LMV) prepares adults who live or work in 
the city to take on a wide variety of leader-
ship roles in the community. Sponsored by the 
Chamber of Commerce, the program guides 
32 individuals through a nine-month program 
each year. Over 400 persons have graduated 
from the program since it began in the 1989. 
The profile below is one in a series that will run 
periodically to highlight the accomplishments 
of LMV graduates.

SETH SHOSTAK

 Seth Shostak, a 1991 Leadership Mountain 
View graduate, looks far 
beyond this community in 
his day-to-day work. The 
senior astronomer at the 
SETI Institute describes 
his work as a search for 
“cosmic company” by way 
of reading radio signals 
from possible celestial 
neighbors. 
 Back here on Earth, Shostak is also respon-
sible for much of the institute’s educational 
outreach. He is science editor of SETI’s “The 
Explorer” magazine and host of its weekly 
radio program, “Are We Alone?” In this 
capacity, he frequently lectures to local aca-
demic and general audiences.

 Before Shostak rose to prominence in 
the scientific community, he found him-
self working for the city’s cable Channel 
27. After a coworker in the city manager’s 
office suggested that he enroll in Leadership 
Mountain View to get a look at the city’s 
inner workings, Shostak signed up. He said 
that after the seminar series he had a much 
better feel for “how everything works.” 
 Later, when he was hired at SETI, he was 
able to draw parallels between the city of 
Mountain View and a nonprofit organiza-
tion like SETI. His experience in LMV, he 
says, allowed him to see how an organiza-
tion deals with budgetary considerations 
and other common problems.
 To this day, Shostak’s work with SETI is 
bringing him in close contact with the com-
munity. The fate of Moffett Field’s Hangar 
One is particularly important to SETI, which 
had been planning the construction there 
of a “world-class attraction comparable to 
the Air and Space Museum in Washington, 
D.C.” As a member of the board directing the 
project, now dubbed SpaceWorld, Shostak 
says he has had to deal with the city on 
numerous occasions and that it has helped 
to have the LMV experience under his belt.

each year to $2.1 million a year. At 26 acres, 
that comes to about $81,000 per acre.
 Drennan said he expects higher num-
bers this year.
 “Land value is going up,” he said. “We 
have every reason to believe rent will be 
going up.”
 Last year Google rene-
gotiated its ground lease 
with the city for its 21.5-
acre headquarters to 
$1.58 million a year, or 
$73,000 per acre. Since 
then the commercial real 
estate market in Moun-
tain View has made a 
dramatic turnaround 
compared to the rest of 
Silicon Valley, Drennan 
said, due mostly to the 
sale of larger buildings.
 This is evidenced by the fact that an 
appraisal of the land at Legacy Center 
set rent numbers higher than they were 
at Google headquarters only one year 
ago. The recent appraisal came to more 
than $24 a foot (an exact figure could 
not be disclosed). The Google head-
quarters’ land rent was set at $18 a foot 
last year.
 Vacancy rates for Mountain View com-
mercial space have declined over the last few 
years, from a high of 21.3 percent in 2001. By 
2005, vacancy rates dropped to 12.9 percent, 

and by the end of the first quarter in 2006 
vacancy rates were at 9.6 percent. 
 “I’m upbeat, I’m positive about Moun-
tain View,” Drennan said.
 The land leases for the two buildings 
will expire in 2050 and 2051, and rent will 
increase every year from 4 to 7 percent. The 
leases can be renegotiated every 10 years.
 A seven-year-old company, Google has 
7,000 employees and recently listed about 
1,800 available jobs. The company has 

not said when it will move 
into its newly acquired 
500,000 square feet at the 
Legacy center.
 “We’re pleased to 
expand our Mountain 
View campus to accom-
modate our growing 
employee population,” 
said Google spokesper-
son Barry Schnitt in an 
e-mail.
 Last year, Moun-

tain View was relieved when Google 
announced plans to build a million 
square feet of office space at the NASA 
Ames Research Center. The company 
had been touring Silicon Valley for a 
place to build a large campus. 
 Since then, plans were put on hold due 
to complications regarding security clear-
ance at NASA Ames. Schnitt wouldn’t 
comment on whether that project will 
continue.  V
