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The hidden causes of weight gain

hy is it so hard to
stay in shape and
keep fit? There are

several factors that can make
it difficult to lose weight and
keep it off.

Many people have a difficult
time losing
weight even if
they try very
hard. Despite
the amount
of  effort
they put in,
they see few
results.

One major
reason: We
live very stressed lives. This
stress can be physical (aller-
gies), or environmental or
chemical (which includes syn-
thetic hormones, pesticides,
heavy metals, GMO foods and
various preservatives).

With the constant pressures
of life, many of us do not get
enough sleep or rest, and
when this situation occurs
the body will ask for more
food in order to compensate
for the lack of energy. This
food will not be completely
digested because our adrenals
will be in an overactive mode
(adrenaline), which halts our
digestive enzymes.

In addition, the adrenal
glands secrete the hormone
cortisol as a reaction to stress,
and excess cortisol leads to
weight gain, especially in the
abdomen area, along with
sleep disturbances, mood
swings, irritability, loss of
memory and poor digestion.

Elevated cortisol also aggra-
vates sugar distribution, which
contributes to development of
high insulin levels and ulti-
mately diabetes. When the
adrenal glands pass the point
of stress they go into exhaus-

tion, which creates physi-
cally damaging conditions
like Chronic Fatigue Syn-
drome, arthritis, hormonal
problems, inflammation and
heart attack, just to mention
a few.

What happens to unutilized
foods? They can turn into fat
and irritate your stomach and
intestine linings, create aller-
gies and create a whole vast
array of digestive disorders
such as IBS, leaky gut, bloat-
ing, and so on.

The inability to process
foods correctly due to aller-
gic reaction will also create
hormonal imbalances, or sys-
temic Candida (yeast) inva-
sion that also causes weight
gain. Elevated digestive toxic-
ity develops as the result of an
inability to process food cor-
rectly and eliminate excessive
food intake.

Excessive consumption of
carbohydrates can also cause
weight gain: Carbohydrates
turn into sugar in the blood
stream, and unused sugar will
turn into fat.

Strangely, we often crave
the foods were allergic to.
Allergies can then lead to obe-
sity, because the allergens will
trigger the release of insulin,
which causes low blood sugar
(hypoglycemia).

Symptoms of hypoglycemia
include uncontrollable hun-
ger, irritability and lack of
concentration, brain fog and
waking up too early. Once the
allergic reaction is eliminated
or reduced, the sufferer will
no longer experience crav-
ings and therefore will not be
compelled to eat so much of
the foods that make him or
her overweight.

Estrogen dominance is
another fairly common factor
that contributes to inability
to lose weight; we eat meats,

eggs and dairy products that
have been treated with syn-
thetic hormones. Estrogens
create water retention and fat
deposits; in time of pregnancy,
estrogens are vital in protecting
the fetus, but elevated estrogens
otherwise create havoc for our
endocrine and digestive sys-
tems.

Vegetarians are usually thin-
ner is because they are avoid-
ing those hormones. It is not
just because of fats in meat and
dairy.

Have you had your thyroid
checked lately? Many Ameri-
cans suffer from undetected
slow thyroid function (hypo-
thyroidism). If you do have
hypothyroidism it is almost
impossible to lose weight.
Go to your doctor and get
tested.

Finally, there’s exercise.
Running is good, but not
everybody can run due to bad
backs, knees or swollen joints.
In that case, a brisk half-hour
walk every day can boost your
metabolism as well. After
lunch or dinner go out and
enjoy a walk.

Using free weights helps to
increase your muscle mass and
burn the fat. Just 15 minutes a
day can keep up your strength,
which in turn keeps your skel-
etal system straight.

Or how about something
fun, such as dancing classes?
Just one type of exercise can
get boring after a while, and
boredom is one of the main
causes of withdrawing from
exercise. So maintain a variety
and alternate your routine.

Thus, the
data doctors have concerning
cholesterol and body weight
tend to underestimate the risk
levels of heart disease for South
Asians.

Such statistics have prompted
El Camino Hospital to form
its South Asian Heart Center
(SAHC), which opened on June
27. The center seeks to respond
to this increased risk by offer-
ing support specifically tai-
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lored to South Asian patients.
It offers advanced screening
tests and health assessment,
lifestyle change counseling and
stress management.

South Asians who have warn-
ing signs, including high blood
pressure, diabetes, abnormal
cholesterol or a family history
of risk factors, should visit the
SAHC Web site at www.southa-
sianheartcenter.org to sign up
for a screening.

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The realities

a[s plastic surgery all about
slooking beautiful?

A aYes and no. Plastic sur-
sgeons are trained in both
reconstructive and cosmetic sur-
gery of all parts of the body. We
aim to change
the shape or
formtorestore
or improve
a  person’s
appearance.
Our goal is
improvement,
not always
perfection.

For years,
people from all walks of life
have benefited from recon-
structive plastic surgery, which
can correct congenital defects,
developmental abnormalities,
trauma, defects following surgi-
cal treatment of cancer or other
diseases, or difficult wounds.
Board-certified plastic surgeons
are trained in cleft lip and palate
repair, burns, breast reconstruc-
tion, hand surgery, microsurgery
for replanting tissues, as well as
cosmetic surgery.

Meanwhile, nearly two million
surgical cosmetic procedures
are performed annually in the
U.S., including liposuction, nose
reshaping, breast augmentation,
eyelid lifts and tummy tucks.
TV shows like “Nip/Tuck” and
“Extreme Makeover” depict plas-
tic surgery as a quick and easy
ticket to personal happiness.

Complications from cosmetic
surgery are uncommon, but as
with any surgery, it carries medi-
cal risks that should be fully
understood before the surgery is
undertaken. Expectations need
to be realistic. Certain features
may be more difficult than oth-
ers to alter.

Although cosmetic surgery
doesn’t alter your deeper self
image, it may improve your self
esteem. When you look better
you feel better.

sWhat are the risks and
alternatives?

A.Aging involves both
ndecreased skin elastic-
ity and loss of volume from fat
redistribution. Facelift surgery
is usually performed to address
the elasticity issue and sagging
of skin.

Facelifts have been the single
most common surgical proce-
dure for battling facial aging.
They still are the best way to

rejuvenate those who have excess
sagging skin. These lifting pro-
cedures alter both the skin and
underlying structures of the face
and neck. Risks include bleed-
ing, infection, wound healing
problems, and nerve damage.
Although these risks are not
common, your surgeon should
make every effort to reduce these
risks with adequate pre- and
post-operative instructions.

Minimally invasive injectables,
used to reduce wrinkles, are a
smart alternative to surgery. Last
year alone, more than eight mil-
lion people received injectable
procedures, with Botox leading
the pack.

Botox is a remarkable inject-
able protein used to reduce gla-
bellar frown lines (between the
eyebrows), forehead lines and
crows feet. It works by weaken-
ing targeted small muscles of
the face, thus smoothing out
many of the finer lines. Botox
hasbeen used safely for cosmetic
and therapeutic purposes for 13
yearsin the U.S. Results typically
last about three to four months.

Restylane is another injectable
filler that increases volume and
restores youthful facial contours.
Restylane is composed of a
non-animal stabilized substance
called hyaluronic acid which is
found naturally in the human
body. It is fully biocompatible,
biodegradable and with low
allergenicity. Restylane typically
lasts six to nine months.
